Esther 17_EST_08_07 Then the king Ahasuerus said unto Esther the queen and to Mordecai the Jew, Behold, I have 
given {Esther} the house of Haman, and him they have hanged upon the gallows, because he laid his hand upon the 
Jews. 

Esther 17_EST_02_11 And Mordecai walked every day before the court of the women's house, to know how {Esther} 
did, and what should become of her. 

Esther 17_EST_02_15 Now when the turn of Esther, the daughter of Abihail the uncle of Mordecai, who had taken 
her for his daughter, was come to go in unto the king, she required nothing but what Hegai the king's chamberlain, the 
keeper of the women, appointed. And {Esther} obtained favour in the sight of all them that looked upon her. 

Esther 17_EST_08_04 Then the king held out the golden sceptre toward Esther. So {Esther} arose, and stood before 
the king, 

Esther 17_EST_09_32 And the decree of {Esther} confirmed these matters of Purim; and it was written in the book.

Esther 17_EST_08_07 Then the king Ahasuerus said unto {Esther} the queen and to Mordecai the Jew, Behold, I 
have given Esther the house of Haman, and him they have hanged upon the gallows, because he laid his hand upon 
the Jews. 

Esther 17_EST_09_25 But when [{Esther}] came before the king, he commanded by letters that his wicked device, 
which he devised against the Jews, should return upon his own head, and that he and his sons should be hanged on the 
gallows. 

Esther 17_EST_09_29 Then {Esther} the queen, the daughter of Abihail, and Mordecai the Jew, wrote with all 
authority, to confirm this second letter of Purim. 

Esther 17_EST_09_31 To confirm these days of Purim in their times [appointed], according as Mordecai the Jew and 
{Esther} the queen had enjoined them, and as they had decreed for themselves and for their seed, the matters of the 
fastings and their cry. 

Esther's 17_EST_02_18 Then the king made a great feast unto all his princes and his servants, [even] {Esther's} 
feast; and he made a release to the provinces, and gave gifts, according to the state of the king.

Festus 44_ACT_25_24 And {Festus} said, King Agrippa, and all men which are here present with us, ye see this man, 
about whom all the multitude of the Jews have dealt with me, both at Jerusalem, and [also] here, crying that he ought 
not to live any longer.

much learning doth make thee mad.
