name of the LORD.

affrighted 05_DEU_07_21 # Thou shalt not be affrighted at them: for the LORD thy God [is] among you, a mighty 
God and terrible.

affrighted 23_ISA_21_04 # My heart panted, fearfulness affrighted me: the night of my pleasure hath he turned into 
fear unto me.

saith the LORD God of Israel, [There is] an accursed thing in the midst of thee, O Israel: thou canst not stand before 
thine enemies, until ye take away the accursed thing from among you.

accursed thing 06_JOS_07_15 # And it shall be, [that] he that is taken with the accursed thing shall be burnt with fire, 
he and all that he hath: because he hath transgressed the covenant of the LORD, and because he hath wrought folly 
in Israel.

accursed thing 06_JOS_22_20 # Did not Achan the son of Zerah commit a trespass in the accursed thing, and wrath 
fell on all the congregation of Israel? and that man perished not alone in his iniquity.

accursed when 06_JOS_06_18 # And ye, in any wise keep [yourselves] from the accursed thing, lest ye make 
[yourselves] accursed, when ye take of the accursed thing, and make the camp of Israel a curse, and trouble it.

accursed 13_1CH_02_07 # And the sons of Carmi; Achar, the troubler of Israel, who transgressed in the thing 
accursed.

accursed 48_GAL_01_08 # But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which 
we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.

accursed 48_GAL_01_09 # As we said before, so say I now again, If any [man] preach any other gospel unto you than 
that ye have received, let him be accursed.

accursed 23_ISA_65_20 # There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his 
days: for the child shall die an hundred years old; but the sinner [being] an hundred years old shall be accursed.

accused Daniel 27_DAN_06_24 # And the king commanded, and they brought those men which had accused Daniel, 
and they cast [them] into the den of lions, them, their children, and their wives; and the lions had the mastery of them, 
and brake all their bones in pieces or ever they came at the bottom of the den.

accused have 44_ACT_25_16 # To whom I answered, It is not the manner of the Romans to deliver any man to die, 
before that he which is accused have the accusers face to face, and have licence to answer for himself concerning the 
crime laid against him.

accused him 44_ACT_23_28 # And when I would have known the cause wherefore they accused him, I brought him 
forth into their council:

accused him 42_LUK_23_10 # And the chief priests and scribes stood and vehemently accused him.

accused him 41_MAR_15_03 # And the chief priests accused him of many things: but he answered nothing.

accused of 44_ACT_22_30 # On the morrow, because he would have known the certainty wherefore he was accused 
of the Jews, he loosed him from [his] bands, and commanded the chief priests and all their council to appear, and 
brought Paul down, and set him before them.

accused of 44_ACT_23_29 # Whom I perceived to be accused of questions of their law, but to have nothing laid to his 
charge worthy of death or of bonds.

accused of 44_ACT_26_02 # I think myself happy, king Agrippa, because I shall answer for myself this day before 
thee touching all the things whereof I am accused of the Jews:

accused of 44_ACT_26_07 # Unto which [promise] our twelve tribes, instantly serving [God] day and night, hope to 
come. For which hope's sake, king Agrippa, I am accused of the Jews.

accused of 40_MAT_27_12 # And when he was accused of the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing.

accused of 56_TIT_01_06 # If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused of riot 
or unruly.

accused the 27_DAN_03_08 # Wherefore at that time certain Chaldeans came near, and accused the Jews.

accused them 66_REV_12_10 # And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and 
the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them 
before our God day and night.

accused unto 42_LUK_16_01 # And he said also unto his disciples, There was a certain rich man, which had a 
steward; and the same was accused unto him that he had wasted his goods.

accustomed to 24_JER_13_23 # Can the Ethiopian change his skin, or the leopard his spots? [then] may ye also do 
good, that are accustomed to do evil.

acknowledge and 47_2CO_01_13 # For we write none other things unto you, than what ye read or acknowledge; and I 
trust ye shall acknowledge even to the end;

acknowledge and 27_DAN_11_39 # Thus shall he do in the most strong holds with a strange god, whom he shall 
acknowledge [and] increase with glory: and he shall cause them to rule over many, and shall divide the land for gain.

acknowledge even 47_2CO_01_13 # For we write none other things unto you, than what ye read or acknowledge; and 
I trust ye shall acknowledge even to the end;

acknowledge him 20_PRO_03_06 # In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.

acknowledge his 05_DEU_33_09 # Who said unto his father and to his mother, I have not seen him; neither did he 
acknowledge his brethren, nor knew his own children: for they have observed thy word, and kept thy covenant.

acknowledge my 23_ISA_33_13 # Hear, ye [that are] far off, what I have done; and, ye [that are] near, acknowledge 
my might.

acknowledge my 19_PSA_51_03 # For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin [is] ever before me.

acknowledge O 24_JER_14_20 # We acknowledge, O LORD, our wickedness, [and] the iniquity of our fathers: for 
we have sinned against thee.

acknowledge that 46_1CO_14_37 # If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spiritual, let him acknowledge that 
the things that I write unto you are the commandments of the Lord.

acknowledge the 05_DEU_21_17 # But he shall acknowledge the son of the hated [for] the firstborn, by giving him a 
double portion of all that he hath: for he [is] the beginning of his strength; the right of the firstborn [is] his.

acknowledging of 57_PHM_01_06 # That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the acknowledging 
of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus.

acknowledging of 56_TIT_01_01 # Paul, a servant of God, and an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith of 
God's elect, and the acknowledging of the truth which is after godliness;

acknowledgment of 51_COL_02_02 # That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all 
riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgment of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of 
Christ;

acquainted with 23_ISA_53_03 # He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: 
and we hid as it were [our] faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.

acquainted with 19_PSA_139_03 # Thou compassest my path and my lying down, and art acquainted [with] all my 
ways.

added and 42_LUK_19_11 # And as they heard these things, he added and spake a parable, because he was nigh to 
Jerusalem, and because they thought that the kingdom of God should immediately appear.

adjured the 09_1SA_14_24 # And the men of Israel were distressed that day: for Saul had adjured the people, saying, 
Cursed [be] the man that eateth [any] food until evening, that I may be avenged on mine enemies. So none of the 
people tasted [any] food.

adjured them 06_JOS_06_26 # And Joshua adjured [them] at that time, saying, Cursed [be] the man before the 
LORD, that riseth up and buildeth this city Jericho: he shall lay the foundation thereof in his firstborn, and in his 
youngest [son] shall he set up the gates of it.

administered by 47_2CO_08_19 # And not [that] only, but who was also chosen of the churches to travel with us with 
this grace, which is administered by us to the glory of the same Lord, and [declaration of] your ready mind:

admired in 53_2TH_01_10 # When he shall come to be glorified in his saints, and to be admired in all them that 
believe [because our testimony among you was believed] in that day.

adorned for 66_REV_21_02 # And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, 
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

adorned themselves 60_1PE_03_05 # For after this manner in the old time the holy women also, who trusted in God, 
adorned themselves, being in subjection unto their own husbands:

adorned with 24_JER_31_04 # Again I will build thee, and thou shalt be built, O virgin of Israel: thou shalt again be 
adorned with thy tabrets, and shalt go forth in the dances of them that make merry.

adorned with 42_LUK_21_05 # And as some spake of the temple, how it was adorned with goodly stones and gifts, he 
said,

advanced him 17_EST_03_01 # After these things did king Ahasuerus promote Haman the son of Hammedatha the 
Agagite, and advanced him, and set his seat above all the princes that [were] with him.

advanced him 17_EST_05_11 # And Haman told them of the glory of his riches, and the multitude of his children, and 
all [the things] wherein the king had promoted him, and how he had advanced him above the princes and servants of 
the king.

advanced him 17_EST_10_02 # And all the acts of his power and of his might, and the declaration of the greatness of 
Mordecai, whereunto the king advanced him, [are] they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of 
Media and Persia?

advanced Moses 09_1SA_12_06 # And Samuel said unto the people, [It is] the LORD that advanced Moses and 
Aaron, and that brought your fathers up out of the land of Egypt.

advantaged if 42_LUK_09_25 # For what is a man advantaged, if he gain the whole world, and lose himself, or be cast 
away?

adventured his 07_JUD_09_17 # [For my father fought for you, and adventured his life far, and delivered you out of 
the hand of Midian:

advised is 20_PRO_13_10 # Only by pride cometh contention: but with the well advised [is] wisdom.

advised to 44_ACT_27_12 # And because the haven was not commodious to winter in, the more part advised to 
depart thence also, if by any means they might attain to Phenice, [and there] to winter; [which is] an haven of Crete, 
and lieth toward the south west and north west.

affected against 44_ACT_14_02 # But the unbelieving Jews stirred up the Gentiles, and made their minds evil 
affected against the brethren.

affected always 48_GAL_04_18 # But [it is] good to be zealously affected always in [a] good [thing], and not only 
when I am present with you.

afflicted her 25_LAM_01_05 # Her adversaries are the chief, her enemies prosper; for the LORD hath afflicted her 
for the multitude of her transgressions: her children are gone into captivity before the enemy.

afflicted I 19_PSA_119_67 # Before I was afflicted I went astray: but now have I kept thy word.

afflicted if 54_1TI_05_10 # Well reported of for good works; if she have brought up children, if she have lodged 
strangers, if she have washed the saints' feet, if she have relieved the afflicted, if she have diligently followed every 
good work.

ailed thee 19_PSA_114_05 # What [ailed] thee, O thou sea, that thou fleddest? thou Jordan, [that] thou wast driven 
back?

alienated and 51_COL_01_21 # And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in [your] mind by wicked works, 
yet now hath he reconciled

alienated and 26_EZE_23_22 # Therefore, O Aholibah, thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I will raise up thy lovers 
against thee, from whom thy mind is alienated, and I will bring them against thee on every side;

Abednego therefore he 27_DAN_03_19 # Then was Nebuchadnezzar full of fury, and the form of his visage was 
changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego: [therefore] he spake, and commanded that they should heat the 
furnace one seven times more than it was wont to be heated.

Abednego these men 27_DAN_03_12 # There are certain Jews whom thou hast set over the affairs of the province of 
Babylon, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego; these men, O king, have not regarded thee: they serve not thy gods, 
nor worship the golden image which thou hast set up.

Abednego who hath 27_DAN_03_28 # [Then] Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed [be] the God of Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in him, and have changed 
the king's word, and yielded their bodies, that they might not serve nor worship any god, except their own God.

Abednego ye servants 27_DAN_03_26 # Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning fiery furnace, 
[and] spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come forth, and come 
[hither]. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire.

Abednego 27_DAN_01_07 # Unto whom the prince of the eunuchs gave names: for he gave unto Daniel [the name] of 
Belteshazzar; and to Hananiah, of Shadrach; and to Mishael, of Meshach; and to Azariah, of Abednego.

Abednego 27_DAN_03_22 # Therefore because the king's commandment was urgent, and the furnace exceeding hot, 
the flame of the fire slew those men that took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

abhorred and hast 26_EZE_16_25 # Thou hast built thy high place at every head of the way, and hast made thy 
beauty to be abhorred, and hast opened thy feet to every one that passed by, and multiplied thy whoredoms.

that Hadad [did]: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over Syria.

abhorred Israel 19_PSA_78_59 # When God heard [this], he was wroth, and greatly abhorred Israel:

abhorred me and 18_JOB_19_19 # All my inward friends abhorred me: and they whom I loved are turned against me.

abhorred me 38_ZEC_11_08 # Three shepherds also I cut off in one month; and my soul loathed them, and their soul 
also abhorred me.

abhorred my statutes 03_LEV_26_43 # The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her sabbaths, while she 
lieth desolate without them: and they shall accept of the punishment of their iniquity: because, even because they 
despised my judgments, and because their soul abhorred my statutes.

abhorred of the 20_PRO_22_14 # The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is abhorred of the LORD shall 
fall therein.

abhorred of thy 10_2SA_16_21 # And Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Go in unto thy father's concubines, which he 
hath left to keep the house; and all Israel shall hear that thou art abhorred of thy father: then shall the hands of all 
that [are] with thee be strong.

abhorred the affliction 19_PSA_22_24 # For he hath not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted; neither 
hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he heard.

abhorred the offering 09_1SA_02_17 # Wherefore the sin of the young men was very great before the LORD: for 
men abhorred the offering of the LORD.

abhorred them because 05_DEU_32_19 # And when the LORD saw [it], he abhorred [them], because of the 
provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.

abhorred them 03_LEV_20_23 # And ye shall not walk in the manners of the nation, which I cast out before you: for 
they committed all these things, and therefore I abhorred them.

abhorred thou hast 19_PSA_89_38 # But thou hast cast off and abhorred, thou hast been wroth with thine anointed.

abolished death and 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus Christ, who 
hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of commandments 
[contained] in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, [so] making peace;

abolished 47_2CO_03_13 # And not as Moses, [which] put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not 
stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

abolished 26_EZE_06_06 # In all your dwellingplaces the cities shall be laid waste, and the high places shall be 
desolate; that your altars may be laid waste and made desolate, and your idols may be broken and cease, and your 
images may be cut down, and your works may be abolished.

abolished 23_ISA_51_06 # Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for the heavens shall 
vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die in like 
manner: but my salvation shall be for ever, and my righteousness shall not be abolished.

abounded grace did 45_ROM_05_20 # Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin 
abounded, grace did much more abound:

abounded through my 45_ROM_03_07 # For if the truth of God hath more abounded through my lie unto his glory; 
why yet am I also judged as a sinner?

abounded toward us 49_EPH_01_08 # Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence;

abounded unto many 45_ROM_05_15 # But not as the offence, so also [is] the free gift. For if through the offence of 
one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, [which is] by one man, Jesus Christ, hath 
abounded unto many.

abounded unto the 47_2CO_08_02 # How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and their deep 
poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.

abused her all 07_JUD_19_25 # But the men would not hearken to him: so the man took his concubine, and brought 
her forth unto them; and they knew her, and abused her all the night until the morning: and when the day began to 
spring, they let her go.

accepted according to 47_2CO_08_12 # For if there be first a willing mind, [it is] accepted according to that a man 
hath, [and] not according to that he hath not.

accepted and if 01_GEN_04_07 # If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin lieth at 
the door. And unto thee [shall be] his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

accepted and in 47_2CO_06_02 # [For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have 
I succoured thee: behold, now [is] the accepted time; behold, now [is] the day of salvation.]

accepted before the 02_EXO_28_38 # And it shall be upon Aaron's forehead, that Aaron may bear the iniquity of the 
holy things, which the children of Israel shall hallow in all their holy gifts; and it shall be always upon his forehead, 
that they may be accepted before the LORD.

riot or unruly.

accused of the 44_ACT_22_30 # On the morrow, because he would have known the certainty wherefore he was 
accused of the Jews, he loosed him from [his] bands, and commanded the chief priests and all their council to appear, 
and brought Paul down, and set him before them.

accused of the 44_ACT_26_02 # I think myself happy, king Agrippa, because I shall answer for myself this day 
before thee touching all the things whereof I am accused of the Jews:

accused of the 44_ACT_26_07 # Unto which [promise] our twelve tribes, instantly serving [God] day and night, hope 
to come.

shall acknowledge [and] increase with glory: and he shall cause them to rule over many, and shall divide the land for 
gain.

acknowledge even to 47_2CO_01_13 # For we write none other things unto you, than what ye read or acknowledge; 
and I trust ye shall acknowledge even to the end;

acknowledge him and 20_PRO_03_06 # In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.

acknowledge his brethren 05_DEU_33_09 # Who said unto his father and to his mother, I have not seen him; neither 
did he acknowledge his brethren, nor knew his own children: for they have observed thy word, and kept thy covenant.

acknowledge my might 23_ISA_33_13 # Hear, ye [that are] far off, what I have done; and, ye [that are] near, 
acknowledge my might.

acknowledge my transgressions 19_PSA_51_03 # For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin [is] ever before 
me.

acknowledge O LORD 24_JER_14_20 # We acknowledge, O LORD, our wickedness, [and] the iniquity of our 
fathers: for we have sinned against thee.

acknowledge that the 46_1CO_14_37 # If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spiritual, let him acknowledge 
that the things that I write unto you are the commandments of the Lord.

acknowledge the son 05_DEU_21_17 # But he shall acknowledge the son of the hated [for] the firstborn, by giving 
him a double portion of all that he hath: for he [is] the beginning of his strength; the right of the firstborn [is] his.

acknowledge their offence 28_HOS_05_15 # I will go [and] return to my place, till they acknowledge their offence, 
and seek my face: in their affliction they will seek me early.

will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;

acknowledging of the 56_TIT_01_01 # Paul, a servant of God, and an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith of 
God's elect, and the acknowledging of the truth which is after godliness;

acknowledgment of the 51_COL_02_02 # That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto 
all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgment of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and 
of Christ;

acquainted with all 19_PSA_139_03 # Thou compassest my path and my lying down, and art acquainted [with] all my 
ways.

acquainted with grief 23_ISA_53_03 # He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with 
grief: and we hid as it were [our] faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.

added and spake 42_LUK_19_11 # And as they heard these things, he added and spake a parable, because he was 
nigh to Jerusalem, and because they thought that the kingdom of God should immediately appear.

adorned for her 66_REV_21_02 # And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, 
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

adorned themselves being 60_1PE_03_05 # For after this manner in the old time the holy women also, who trusted in 
God, adorned themselves, being in subjection unto their own husbands:

adorned with goodly 42_LUK_21_05 # And as some spake of the temple, how it was adorned with goodly stones and 
gifts, he said,

advantaged if he 42_LUK_09_25 # For what is a man advantaged, if he gain the whole world, and lose himself, or be 
cast away?

adventured his life 07_JUD_09_17 # [For my father fought for you, and adventured his life far, and delivered you out 
of the hand of Midian:

advised is wisdom 20_PRO_13_10 # Only by pride cometh contention: but with the well advised [is] wisdom.

advised to depart 44_ACT_27_12 # And because the haven was not commodious to winter in, the more part advised 
to depart thence also, if by any means they might attain to Phenice, [and there] to winter; [which is] an haven of 
Crete, and lieth toward the south west and north west.

affected against the 44_ACT_14_02 # But the unbelieving Jews stirred up the Gentiles, and made their minds evil 
affected against the brethren.

affected always in 48_GAL_04_18 # But [it is] good to be zealously affected always in [a] good [thing], and not only 
when I am present with you.

affectioned one to 45_ROM_12_10 # [Be] kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring 
one another;

aged men much 18_JOB_15_10 # With us [are] both the grayheaded and very aged men, much elder than thy father.

aged understand judgment 18_JOB_32_09 # Great men are not [always] wise: neither do the aged understand 
judgment.

aged with him 24_JER_06_11 # Therefore I am full of the fury of the LORD; I am weary with holding in: I will pour it 
out upon the children abroad, and upon the assembly of young men together: for even the husband with the wife shall 
be taken, the aged with [him that is] full of days.

aged women likewise 56_TIT_02_03 # The aged women likewise, that [they be] in behaviour as becometh holiness, 
not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things;

aged 18_JOB_12_20 # He removeth away the speech of the trusty, and taketh away the understanding of the aged.

agreed already that 43_JOH_09_22 # These [words] spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews 
had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue.

alienated and enemies 51_COL_01_21 # And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in [your] mind by 
wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled

abhorred and hast opened 26_EZE_16_25 # Thou hast built thy high place at every head of the way, and hast made 
thy beauty to be abhorred, and hast opened thy feet to every one that passed by, and multiplied thy whoredoms.

abhorred his own inheritance 19_PSA_106_40 # Therefore was the wrath of the LORD kindled against his people, 
insomuch that he abhorred his own inheritance.

abhorred his sanctuary he 25_LAM_02_07 # The Lord hath cast off his altar, he hath abhorred his sanctuary, he hath 
given up into the hand of the enemy the walls of her palaces; they have made a noise in the house of the LORD, as in 
the day of a solemn feast.

abhorred in the eyes 02_EXO_05_21 # And they said unto them, The LORD look upon you, and judge; because ye 
have made our savour to be abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of his servants, to put a sword in their 
hand to slay us.

abhorred Israel and reigned 11_1KI_11_25 # And he was an adversary to Israel all the days of Solomon, beside the 
mischief that Hadad [did]: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over Syria.

abhorred Israel 19_PSA_78_59 # When God heard [this], he was wroth, and greatly abhorred Israel:

abhorred me and they 18_JOB_19_19 # All my inward friends abhorred me: and they whom I loved are turned against 
me.

abhorred me 38_ZEC_11_08 # Three shepherds also I cut off in one month; and my soul loathed them, and their soul 
also abhorred me.

abhorred my statutes 03_LEV_26_43 # The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her sabbaths, while she 
lieth desolate without them: and they shall accept of the punishment of their iniquity: because, even because they 
despised my judgments, and because their soul abhorred my statutes.

abhorred of the LORD 20_PRO_22_14 # The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is abhorred of the 
LORD shall fall therein.

abhorred of thy father 10_2SA_16_21 # And Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Go in unto thy father's concubines, which 
he hath left to keep the house; and all Israel shall hear that thou art abhorred of thy father: then shall the hands of all 
that [are] with thee be strong.

abhorred the affliction of 19_PSA_22_24 # For he hath not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted; 
neither hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he heard.

abhorred the offering of 09_1SA_02_17 # Wherefore the sin of the young men was very great before the LORD: for 
men abhorred the offering of the LORD.

abhorred them because of 05_DEU_32_19 # And when the LORD saw [it], he abhorred [them], because of the 
provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.

abhorred them 03_LEV_20_23 # And ye shall not walk in the manners of the nation, which I cast out before you: for 
they committed all these things, and therefore I abhorred them.

abhorred thou hast been 19_PSA_89_38 # But thou hast cast off and abhorred, thou hast been wroth with thine 
anointed.

abolished death and hath 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus Christ, 
who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his flesh 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of commandments 
[contained] in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, [so] making peace;

abolished 47_2CO_03_13 # And not as Moses, [which] put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not 
stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

abolished 26_EZE_06_06 # In all your dwellingplaces the cities shall be laid waste, and the high places shall be 
desolate; that your altars may be laid waste and made desolate, and your idols may be broken and cease, and your 
images may be cut down, and your works may be abolished.

abolished 23_ISA_51_06 # Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for the heavens shall 
vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die in like 
manner: but my salvation shall be for ever, and my righteousness shall not be abolished.

abounded grace did much 45_ROM_05_20 # Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin 
abounded, grace did much more abound:

abounded through my lie 45_ROM_03_07 # For if the truth of God hath more abounded through my lie unto his glory; 
why yet am I also judged as a sinner?

abounded toward us in 49_EPH_01_08 # Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence;

abounded unto many 45_ROM_05_15 # But not as the offence, so also [is] the free gift. For if through the offence of 
one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, [which is] by one man, Jesus Christ, hath 
abounded unto many.

abounded unto the riches 47_2CO_08_02 # How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and their 
deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.

abused her all the 07_JUD_19_25 # But the men would not hearken to him: so the man took his concubine, and 
brought her forth unto them; and they knew her, and abused her all the night until the morning: and when the day 
began to spring, they let her go.

accepted according to that 47_2CO_08_12 # For if there be first a willing mind, [it is] accepted according to that a 
man hath, [and] not according to that he hath not.

accepted and if thou 01_GEN_04_07 # If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin 
lieth at the door. And unto thee [shall be] his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

accepted and in the 47_2CO_06_02 # [For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation 
have I succoured thee: behold, now [is] the accepted time; behold, now [is] the day of salvation.]

accepted before the LORD 02_EXO_28_38 # And it shall be upon Aaron's forehead, that Aaron may bear the iniquity 
of the holy things, which the children of Israel shall hallow in all their holy gifts; and it shall be always upon his 
forehead, that they may be accepted before the LORD.

accepted before thee and 24_JER_42_02 # And said unto Jeremiah the prophet, Let, we beseech thee, our 
supplication be accepted before thee, and pray for us unto the LORD thy God, [even] for all this remnant; [for we are 
left [but] a few of many, as thine eyes do behold us:]

accepted before thee that 24_JER_37_20 # Therefore hear now, I pray thee, O my lord the king: let my supplication, 
I pray thee, be accepted before thee; that thou cause me not to return to the house of Jonathan the scribe, lest I die 
there.

accepted for an offering 03_LEV_22_27 # When a bullock, or a sheep, or a goat, is brought forth, then it shall be 
seven days under the dam; and from the eighth day and thenceforth it shall be accepted for an offering made by fire 
unto the LORD.

accepted for him to 03_LEV_01_04 # And he shall put his hand upon the head of the burnt offering; and it shall be 
accepted for him to make atonement for him.

accepted for you on 03_LEV_23_11 # And he shall wave the sheaf before the LORD, to be accepted for you: on the 
morrow after the sabbath the priest shall wave it.

accepted for you 03_LEV_22_25 # Neither from a stranger's hand shall ye offer the bread of your God of any of 
these; because their corruption [is] in them, [and] blemishes [be] in them: they shall not be accepted for you.

accepted in his own 42_LUK_04_24 # And he said, Verily, I say unto you, No prophet is accepted in his own country.

accepted in the beloved 49_EPH_01_06 # To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in 
the beloved.

accepted neither shall it 03_LEV_07_18 # And if [any] of the flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offerings be eaten at 
all on the third day, it shall not be accepted, neither shall it be imputed unto him that offereth it: it shall be an 
abomination, and the soul that eateth of it shall bear his iniquity.

accepted of him 47_2CO_05_09 # Wherefore we labour, that, whether present or absent, we may be accepted of him.

accepted of the multitude 17_EST_10_03 # For Mordecai the Jew [was] next unto king Ahasuerus, and great among 
the Jews, and accepted of the multitude of his brethren, seeking the wealth of his people, and speaking peace to all 
his seed.

accepted of the saints 45_ROM_15_31 # That I may be delivered from them that do not believe in Judaea; and that 
my service which [I have] for Jerusalem may be accepted of the saints;

accepted the exhortation but 47_2CO_08_17 # For indeed he accepted the exhortation; but being more forward, of his 
own accord he went unto you.

accepted thee concerning this 01_GEN_19_21 # And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee concerning this 
thing also, that I will not overthrow this city, for the which thou hast spoken.

accepted there shall be 03_LEV_22_21 # And whosoever offereth a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD to 
accomplish [his] vow, or a freewill offering in beeves or sheep, it shall be perfect to be accepted; there shall be no 
blemish therein.

accepted thy person 09_1SA_25_35 # So David received of her hand [that] which she had brought him, and said unto 
her, Go up in peace to thine house; see, I have hearkened to thy voice, and have accepted thy person.

accepted time behold now 47_2CO_06_02 # [For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of 
salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now [is] the accepted time; behold, now [is] the day of salvation.]

accepted upon mine altar 23_ISA_56_07 # Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my 
house of prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices [shall be] accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be 
called an house of prayer for all people.

till the indignation be accomplished: for that that is determined shall be done.

accomplished for the circumcising 42_LUK_02_21 # And when eight days were accomplished for the circumcising of 
the child, his name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel before he was conceived in the womb.

accomplished he departed to 42_LUK_01_23 # And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his ministration were 
accomplished, he departed to his own house.

accomplished his fury he 25_LAM_04_11 # The LORD hath accomplished his fury; he hath poured out his fierce 
anger, and hath kindled a fire in Zion, and it hath devoured the foundations thereof.

accomplished in me And 42_LUK_22_37 # For I say unto you, that this that is written must yet be accomplished in 
me, And he was reckoned among the transgressors: for the things concerning me have an end.

accomplished is sweet to 20_PRO_13_19 # The desire accomplished is sweet to the soul: but [it is] abomination to 
fools to depart from evil.

accomplished my fury in 26_EZE_05_13 # Thus shall mine anger be accomplished, and I will cause my fury to rest 
upon them, and I will be comforted: and they shall know that I the LORD have spoken [it] in my zeal, when I have 
accomplished my fury in them.

accomplished O daughter of 25_LAM_04_22 # The punishment of thine iniquity is accomplished, O daughter of Zion; 
he will no more carry thee away into captivity: he will visit thine iniquity, O daughter of Edom; he will discover thy 
sins.

accomplished that her iniquity 23_ISA_40_02 # Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her 
warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned: for she hath received of the LORD's hand double for all her 
sins.

house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold; none [were of] silver: it was nothing accounted of in the days of 
Solomon.

accounted of in the 14_2CH_09_20 # And all the drinking vessels of king Solomon [were of] gold, and all the vessels 
of the house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold: none [were of] silver; it was [not] any thing accounted of in 
the days of Solomon.

accounted of 23_ISA_02_22 # Cease ye from man, whose breath [is] in his nostrils: for wherein is he to be accounted 
of?

accounted the greatest 42_LUK_22_24 # And there was also a strife among them, which of them should be accounted 
the greatest.

accounted to him for 48_GAL_03_06 # Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for 
righteousness.

accounted to rule over 41_MAR_10_42 # But Jesus called them [to him], and saith unto them, Ye know that they 
which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones exercise authority 
upon them.

accursed thing and have 06_JOS_07_11 # Israel hath sinned, and they have also transgressed my covenant which I 
commanded them: for they have even taken of the accursed thing, and have also stolen, and dissembled also, and 
they have put [it] even among their own stuff.

nothing laid to his charge worthy of death or of bonds.

accused of riot or 56_TIT_01_06 # If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused 
of riot or unruly.

accused of the chief 40_MAT_27_12 # And when he was accused of the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing.

accused of the Jews 44_ACT_22_30 # On the morrow, because he would have known the certainty wherefore he was 
accused of the Jews, he loosed him from [his] bands, and commanded the chief priests and all their council to appear, 
and brought Paul down, and set him before them.

accused of the Jews 44_ACT_26_02 # I think myself happy, king Agrippa, because I shall answer for myself this day 
before thee touching all the things whereof I am accused of the Jews:

accused of the Jews 44_ACT_26_07 # Unto which [promise] our twelve tribes, instantly serving [God] day and night, 
hope to come.

holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things;

aged 18_JOB_12_20 # He removeth away the speech of the trusty, and taketh away the understanding of the aged.

agreed already that if 43_JOH_09_22 # These [words] spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews 
had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue.

agreed and when they 44_ACT_05_40 # And to him they agreed: and when they had called the apostles, and beaten 
[them], they commanded that they should not speak in the name of Jesus, and let them go.

agreed not among themselves 44_ACT_28_25 # And when they agreed not among themselves, they departed, after 
that Paul had spoken one word, Well spake the Holy Ghost by Esaias the prophet unto our fathers,

agreed not together 41_MAR_14_56 # For many bare false witness against him, but their witness agreed not 
together.

agreed to desire thee 44_ACT_23_20 # And he said, The Jews have agreed to desire thee that thou wouldest bring 
down Paul to morrow into the council, as though they would inquire somewhat of him more perfectly.

agreed together to tempt 44_ACT_05_09 # Then Peter said unto her, How is it that ye have agreed together to tempt 
the Spirit of the Lord? behold, the feet of them which have buried thy husband [are] at the door, and shall carry thee 
out.

agreed with the labourers 40_MAT_20_02 # And when he had agreed with the labourers for a penny a day, he sent 
them into his vineyard.

agreed 30_AMO_03_03 # Can two walk together, except they be agreed?

aided him in the 07_JUD_09_24 # That the cruelty [done] to the threescore and ten sons of Jerubbaal might come, 
and their blood be laid upon Abimelech their brother, which slew them; and upon the men of Shechem, which aided him 
in the killing of his brethren.

ailed thee O thou 19_PSA_114_05 # What [ailed] thee, O thou sea, that thou fleddest? thou Jordan, [that] thou wast 
driven back?

alienated and enemies in 51_COL_01_21 # And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in [your] mind by 
wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled

alienated and I will 26_EZE_23_22 # Therefore, O Aholibah, thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I will raise up thy 
lovers against thee, from whom thy mind is alienated, and I will bring them against thee on every side;

alienated from her like 26_EZE_23_18 # So she discovered her whoredoms, and discovered her nakedness: then my 
mind was alienated from her, like as my mind was alienated from her sister.

answered and said unto 13_1CH_12_17 # And David went out to meet them, and answered and said unto them, If ye 
be come peaceably unto me to help me, mine heart shall be knit unto you: but if [ye be come] to betray me to mine 
enemies, seeing [there is] no wrong in mine hands, the God of our fathers look [thereon], and rebuke [it].

Abednego and to cast them 27_DAN_03_20 # And he commanded the most mighty men that [were] in his army to 
bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, [and] to cast [them] into the burning fiery furnace.

Abednego answered and said to 27_DAN_03_16 # Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, answered and said to the 
king, O Nebuchadnezzar, we [are] not careful to answer thee in this matter.

Abednego came forth of the 27_DAN_03_26 # Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning fiery 
furnace, [and] spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come forth, and 
come [hither]. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire.

Abednego do not ye serve 27_DAN_03_14 # Nebuchadnezzar spake and said unto them, [Is it] true, O Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego, do not ye serve my gods, nor worship the golden image which I have set up?

Abednego fell down bound into 27_DAN_03_23 # And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell down 
bound into the midst of the burning fiery furnace.

Abednego in the province of 27_DAN_03_30 # Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, in the 
province of Babylon.

Abednego over the affairs of 27_DAN_02_49 # Then Daniel requested of the king, and he set Shadrach, Meshach, 
and Abednego, over the affairs of the province of Babylon: but Daniel [sat] in the gate of the king.

Abednego shall be cut in 27_DAN_03_29 # Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and language, 
which speak any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, shall be cut in pieces, and their 
houses shall be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort.

Abednego Then they brought these 27_DAN_03_13 # Then Nebuchadnezzar in [his] rage and fury commanded to 
bring Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

Abednego ye servants of the 27_DAN_03_26 # Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning fiery 
furnace, [and] spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come forth, and 
come [hither]. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire.

Abednego 27_DAN_01_07 # Unto whom the prince of the eunuchs gave names: for he gave unto Daniel [the name] of 
Belteshazzar; and to Hananiah, of Shadrach; and to Mishael, of Meshach; and to Azariah, of Abednego.

Abednego 27_DAN_03_22 # Therefore because the king's commandment was urgent, and the furnace exceeding hot, 
the flame of the fire slew those men that took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

abhorred and hast opened thy 26_EZE_16_25 # Thou hast built thy high place at every head of the way, and hast 
made thy beauty to be abhorred, and hast opened thy feet to every one that passed by, and multiplied thy whoredoms.

abhorred his own inheritance 19_PSA_106_40 # Therefore was the wrath of the LORD kindled against his people, 
insomuch that he abhorred his own inheritance.

abhorred his sanctuary he hath 25_LAM_02_07 # The Lord hath cast off his altar, he hath abhorred his sanctuary, he 
hath given up into the hand of the enemy the walls of her palaces; they have made a noise in the house of the LORD, 
as in the day of a solemn feast.

abhorred in the eyes of 02_EXO_05_21 # And they said unto them, The LORD look upon you, and judge; because ye 
have made our savour to be abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of his servants, to put a sword in their 
hand to slay us.

abhorred Israel and reigned over 11_1KI_11_25 # And he was an adversary to Israel all the days of Solomon, beside 
the mischief that Hadad [did]: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over Syria.

abhorred me and they whom 18_JOB_19_19 # All my inward friends abhorred me: and they whom I loved are turned 
against me.

abhorred me 38_ZEC_11_08 # Three shepherds also I cut off in one month; and my soul loathed them, and their soul 
also abhorred me.

abhorred my statutes 03_LEV_26_43 # The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her sabbaths, while she 
lieth desolate without them: and they shall accept of the punishment of their iniquity: because, even because they 
despised my judgments, and because their soul abhorred my statutes.

abhorred of the LORD shall 20_PRO_22_14 # The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is abhorred of the 
LORD shall fall therein.

abhorred of thy father then 10_2SA_16_21 # And Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Go in unto thy father's concubines, 
which he hath left to keep the house; and all Israel shall hear that thou art abhorred of thy father: then shall the hands 
of all that [are] with thee be strong.

abhorred the affliction of the 19_PSA_22_24 # For he hath not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted; 
neither hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he heard.

abhorred the offering of the 09_1SA_02_17 # Wherefore the sin of the young men was very great before the LORD: 
for men abhorred the offering of the LORD.

abhorred them because of the 05_DEU_32_19 # And when the LORD saw [it], he abhorred [them], because of the 
provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.

abhorred them 03_LEV_20_23 # And ye shall not walk in the manners of the nation, which I cast out before you: for 
they committed all these things, and therefore I abhorred them.

abhorred thou hast been wroth 19_PSA_89_38 # But thou hast cast off and abhorred, thou hast been wroth with thine 
anointed.

abolished death and hath brought 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus 
Christ, who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his flesh the 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of commandments 
[contained] in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, [so] making peace;

abolished 47_2CO_03_13 # And not as Moses, [which] put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not 
stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

abolished 26_EZE_06_06 # In all your dwellingplaces the cities shall be laid waste, and the high places shall be 
desolate; that your altars may be laid waste and made desolate, and your idols may be broken and cease, and your 
images may be cut down, and your works may be abolished.

abolished 23_ISA_51_06 # Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for the heavens shall 
vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die in like 
manner: but my salvation shall be for ever, and my righteousness shall not be abolished.

abounded grace did much more 45_ROM_05_20 # Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But 
where sin abounded, grace did much more abound:

abounded toward us in all 49_EPH_01_08 # Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence;

abounded unto many 45_ROM_05_15 # But not as the offence, so also [is] the free gift. For if through the offence of 
one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, [which is] by one man, Jesus Christ, hath 
abounded unto many.

abounded unto the riches of 47_2CO_08_02 # How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and 
their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.

abused her all the night 07_JUD_19_25 # But the men would not hearken to him: so the man took his concubine, and 
brought her forth unto them; and they knew her, and abused her all the night until the morning: and when the day 
began to spring, they let her go.

accepted according to that a 47_2CO_08_12 # For if there be first a willing mind, [it is] accepted according to that a 
man hath, [and] not according to that he hath not.

accepted and if thou doest 01_GEN_04_07 # If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, 
sin lieth at the door. And unto thee [shall be] his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

accepted and in the day 47_2CO_06_02 # [For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of 
salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now [is] the accepted time; behold, now [is] the day of salvation.]

accepted before the LORD 02_EXO_28_38 # And it shall be upon Aaron's forehead, that Aaron may bear the iniquity 
of the holy things, which the children of Israel shall hallow in all their holy gifts; and it shall be always upon his 
forehead, that they may be accepted before the LORD.

accepted before thee and pray 24_JER_42_02 # And said unto Jeremiah the prophet, Let, we beseech thee, our 
supplication be accepted before thee, and pray for us unto the LORD thy God, [even] for all this remnant; [for we are 
left [but] a few of many, as thine eyes do behold us:]

accepted of the saints 45_ROM_15_31 # That I may be delivered from them that do not believe in Judaea; and that 
my service which [I have] for Jerusalem may be accepted of the saints;

accepted the exhortation but being 47_2CO_08_17 # For indeed he accepted the exhortation; but being more forward, 
of his own accord he went unto you.

accepted thee concerning this thing 01_GEN_19_21 # And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee concerning 
this thing also, that I will not overthrow this city, for the which thou hast spoken.

accepted there shall be no 03_LEV_22_21 # And whosoever offereth a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD to 
accomplish [his] vow, or a freewill offering in beeves or sheep, it shall be perfect to be accepted; there shall be no 
blemish therein.

accepted thy person 09_1SA_25_35 # So David received of her hand [that] which she had brought him, and said unto 
her, Go up in peace to thine house; see, I have hearkened to thy voice, and have accepted thy person.

accomplished for the circumcising of 42_LUK_02_21 # And when eight days were accomplished for the circumcising 
of the child, his name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel before he was conceived in the womb.

accomplished he departed to his 42_LUK_01_23 # And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his ministration 
were accomplished, he departed to his own house.

rest upon them, and I will be comforted: and they shall know that I the LORD have spoken [it] in my zeal, when I 
have accomplished my fury in them.

accomplished O daughter of Zion 25_LAM_04_22 # The punishment of thine iniquity is accomplished, O daughter of 
Zion; he will no more carry thee away into captivity: he will visit thine iniquity, O daughter of Edom; he will discover 
thy sins.

accomplished that her iniquity is 23_ISA_40_02 # Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her 
warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned: for she hath received of the LORD's hand double for all her 
sins.

accounted of in the days 11_1KI_10_21 # And all king Solomon's drinking vessels [were of] gold, and all the vessels 
of the house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold; none [were of] silver: it was nothing accounted of in the 
days of Solomon.

accounted of in the days 14_2CH_09_20 # And all the drinking vessels of king Solomon [were of] gold, and all the 
vessels of the house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold: none [were of] silver; it was [not] any thing 
accounted of in the days of Solomon.

accounted of 23_ISA_02_22 # Cease ye from man, whose breath [is] in his nostrils: for wherein is he to be accounted 
of?

accounted the greatest 42_LUK_22_24 # And there was also a strife among them, which of them should be accounted 
the greatest.

accounted to him for righteousness 48_GAL_03_06 # Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for 
righteousness.

accounted to rule over the 41_MAR_10_42 # But Jesus called them [to him], and saith unto them, Ye know that they 
which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones exercise authority 
upon them.

accounted to the Lord for 19_PSA_22_30 # A seed shall serve him; it shall be accounted to the Lord for a generation.

accounted worthy to escape all 42_LUK_21_36 # Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted 
worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man.

accounted worthy to obtain that 42_LUK_20_35 # But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and 
the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage:

accursed and that no man 46_1CO_12_03 # Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit 
of God calleth Jesus accursed: and [that] no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.

nothing laid to his charge worthy of death or of bonds.

accused of riot or unruly 56_TIT_01_06 # If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not 
accused of riot or unruly.

accused of the chief priests 40_MAT_27_12 # And when he was accused of the chief priests and elders, he answered 
nothing.

accused of the Jews he 44_ACT_22_30 # On the morrow, because he would have known the certainty wherefore he 
was accused of the Jews, he loosed him from [his] bands, and commanded the chief priests and all their council to 
appear, and brought Paul down, and set him before them.

accused of the Jews 44_ACT_26_02 # I think myself happy, king Agrippa, because I shall answer for myself this day 
before thee touching all the things whereof I am accused of the Jews:

acknowledge; and I trust ye shall acknowledge even to the end;

acknowledge and increase with glory 27_DAN_11_39 # Thus shall he do in the most strong holds with a strange god, 
whom he shall acknowledge [and] increase with glory: and he shall cause them to rule over many, and shall divide the 
land for gain.

ailed thee O thou sea 19_PSA_114_05 # What [ailed] thee, O thou sea, that thou fleddest? thou Jordan, [that] thou 
wast driven back?

alienated and enemies in your 51_COL_01_21 # And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in [your] mind 
by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled

alienated and I will bring 26_EZE_23_22 # Therefore, O Aholibah, thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I will raise up 
thy lovers against thee, from whom thy mind is alienated, and I will bring them against thee on every side;

answered and said This voice 43_JOH_12_30 # Jesus answered and said, This voice came not because of me, but for 
your sakes.

answered and said Thou art 40_MAT_16_16 # And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of 
the living God.

answered and said Thou hast 43_JOH_07_20 # The people answered and said, Thou hast a devil: who goeth about to 
kill thee?

answered and said to Adonijah 11_1KI_01_43 # And Jonathan answered and said to Adonijah, Verily our lord king 
David hath made Solomon king.

answered and said to Arioch 27_DAN_02_15 # He answered and said to Arioch the king's captain, Why [is] the 
decree [so] hasty from the king? Then Arioch made the thing known to Daniel.

answered and said to Daniel 27_DAN_02_26 # The king answered and said to Daniel, whose name [was] 
Belteshazzar, Art thou able to make known unto me the dream which I have seen, and the interpretation thereof?

answered and said to David 09_1SA_29_09 # And Achish answered and said to David, I know that thou [art] good in 
my sight, as an angel of God: notwithstanding the princes of the Philistines have said, He shall not go up with us to the 
battle.

answered and said to Jesus 41_MAR_09_05 # And Peter answered and said to Jesus, Master, it is good for us to be 
here: and let us make three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elias.

answered and said to Laban 01_GEN_31_31 # And Jacob answered and said to Laban, Because I was afraid: for I 
said, Peradventure thou wouldest take by force thy daughters from me.

answered and said to Laban 01_GEN_31_36 # And Jacob was wroth, and chided with Laban: and Jacob answered and 
said to Laban, What [is] my trespass? what [is] my sin, that thou hast so hotly pursued after me?

Abednego shall be cut in pieces 27_DAN_03_29 # Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and 
language, which speak any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, shall be cut in pieces, 
and their houses shall be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort.

Abednego Then they brought these men 27_DAN_03_13 # Then Nebuchadnezzar in [his] rage and fury commanded 
to bring Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

Abednego ye servants of the most 27_DAN_03_26 # Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning 
fiery furnace, [and] spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come 
forth, and come [hither]. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire.

made thy beauty to be abhorred, and hast opened thy feet to every one that passed by, and multiplied thy whoredoms.

abhorred his own inheritance 19_PSA_106_40 # Therefore was the wrath of the LORD kindled against his people, 
insomuch that he abhorred his own inheritance.

abhorred his sanctuary he hath given 25_LAM_02_07 # The Lord hath cast off his altar, he hath abhorred his 
sanctuary, he hath given up into the hand of the enemy the walls of her palaces; they have made a noise in the house 
of the LORD, as in the day of a solemn feast.

abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh 02_EXO_05_21 # And they said unto them, The LORD look upon you, and judge; 
because ye have made our savour to be abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of his servants, to put a 
sword in their hand to slay us.

abhorred Israel and reigned over Syria 11_1KI_11_25 # And he was an adversary to Israel all the days of Solomon, 
beside the mischief that Hadad [did]: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over Syria.

despised my judgments, and because their soul abhorred my statutes.

abhorred of the LORD shall fall 20_PRO_22_14 # The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is abhorred of 
the LORD shall fall therein.

shall the hands of all that [are] with thee be strong.

abhorred the affliction of the afflicted 19_PSA_22_24 # For he hath not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the 
afflicted; neither hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he heard.

abhorred the offering of the LORD 09_1SA_02_17 # Wherefore the sin of the young men was very great before the 
LORD: for men abhorred the offering of the LORD.

abhorred them because of the provoking 05_DEU_32_19 # And when the LORD saw [it], he abhorred [them], 
because of the provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.

abhorred them 03_LEV_20_23 # And ye shall not walk in the manners of the nation, which I cast out before you: for 
they committed all these things, and therefore I abhorred them.

abhorred thou hast been wroth with 19_PSA_89_38 # But thou hast cast off and abhorred, thou hast been wroth with 
thine anointed.

abolished death and hath brought life 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour 
Jesus Christ, who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his flesh the enmity 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of 
commandments [contained] in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, [so] making peace;

abolished 47_2CO_03_13 # And not as Moses, [which] put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not 
stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

abolished 26_EZE_06_06 # In all your dwellingplaces the cities shall be laid waste, and the high places shall be 
desolate; that your altars may be laid waste and made desolate, and your idols may be broken and cease, and your 
images may be cut down, and your works may be abolished.

abolished 23_ISA_51_06 # Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for the heavens shall 
vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die in like 
manner: but my salvation shall be for ever, and my righteousness shall not be abolished.

abounded grace did much more abound 45_ROM_05_20 # Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound.

For if through the offence of 
one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, [which is] by one man, Jesus Christ, hath 
abounded unto many.

abounded unto the riches of their 47_2CO_08_02 # How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy 
and their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.

abused her all the night until 07_JUD_19_25 # But the men would not hearken to him: so the man took his concubine, 
and brought her forth unto them; and they knew her, and abused her all the night until the morning: and when the day 
began to spring, they let her go.

accepted according to that a man 47_2CO_08_12 # For if there be first a willing mind, [it is] accepted according to 
that a man hath, [and] not according to that he hath not.

accepted and if thou doest not 01_GEN_04_07 # If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not 
well, sin lieth at the door.

forward, of his own accord he went unto you.

accepted thee concerning this thing also 01_GEN_19_21 # And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee 
concerning this thing also, that I will not overthrow this city, for the which thou hast spoken.

accepted there shall be no blemish 03_LEV_22_21 # And whosoever offereth a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the 
LORD to accomplish [his] vow, or a freewill offering in beeves or sheep, it shall be perfect to be accepted; there shall 
be no blemish therein.

accepted thy person 09_1SA_25_35 # So David received of her hand [that] which she had brought him, and said unto 
her, Go up in peace to thine house; see, I have hearkened to thy voice, and have accepted thy person.

accomplished for the circumcising of the 42_LUK_02_21 # And when eight days were accomplished for the 
circumcising of the child, his name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel before he was conceived in the 
womb.

accomplished he departed to his own 42_LUK_01_23 # And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his 
ministration were accomplished, he departed to his own house.

accomplished O daughter of Zion he 25_LAM_04_22 # The punishment of thine iniquity is accomplished, O daughter 
of Zion; he will no more carry thee away into captivity: he will visit thine iniquity, O daughter of Edom; he will 
discover thy sins.

vessels of the house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold; none [were of] silver: it was nothing accounted of in 
the days of Solomon.

accounted of in the days of 14_2CH_09_20 # And all the drinking vessels of king Solomon [were of] gold, and all the 
vessels of the house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold: none [were of] silver; it was [not] any thing 
accounted of in the days of Solomon.

accounted of 23_ISA_02_22 # Cease ye from man, whose breath [is] in his nostrils: for wherein is he to be accounted 
of?

accounted the greatest 42_LUK_22_24 # And there was also a strife among them, which of them should be accounted 
the greatest.

accounted to him for righteousness 48_GAL_03_06 # Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for 
righteousness.

accounted to rule over the Gentiles 41_MAR_10_42 # But Jesus called them [to him], and saith unto them, Ye know 
that they which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones exercise 
authority upon them.

accounted to the Lord for a 19_PSA_22_30 # A seed shall serve him; it shall be accounted to the Lord for a 
generation.

accounted worthy to escape all these 42_LUK_21_36 # Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be 
accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man.

accounted worthy to obtain that world 42_LUK_20_35 # But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that 
world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage:

accursed and that no man can 46_1CO_12_03 # Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the 
Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and [that] no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.

accused of the chief priests and 40_MAT_27_12 # And when he was accused of the chief priests and elders, he 
answered nothing.

accused of the Jews he loosed 44_ACT_22_30 # On the morrow, because he would have known the certainty 
wherefore he was accused of the Jews, he loosed him from [his] bands, and commanded the chief priests and all their 
council to appear, and brought Paul down, and set him before them.

acknowledge even to the end 47_2CO_01_13 # For we write none other things unto you, than what ye read or 
acknowledge; and I trust ye shall acknowledge even to the end;

acknowledge him and he shall direct 20_PRO_03_06 # In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.

agreed already that if any man 43_JOH_09_22 # These [words] spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for 
the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue.

agreed and when they had called 44_ACT_05_40 # And to him they agreed: and when they had called the apostles, 
and beaten [them], they commanded that they should not speak in the name of Jesus, and let them go.

agreed not among themselves they departed 44_ACT_28_25 # And when they agreed not among themselves, they 
departed, after that Paul had spoken one word, Well spake the Holy Ghost by Esaias the prophet unto our fathers,

agreed not together 41_MAR_14_56 # For many bare false witness against him, but their witness agreed not 
together.

olive branches which through the two golden pipes empty the golden [oil] out of themselves?

answered All that is in mine 23_ISA_39_04 # Then said he, What have they seen in thine house? And Hezekiah 
answered, All that [is] in mine house have they seen: there is nothing among my treasures that I have not showed 
them.

answered all the people and said 40_MAT_27_25 # Then answered all the people, and said, His blood [be] on us, and 
on our children.

Philistines, and there hath been also a great slaughter among the people, and thy two sons also, Hophni and Phinehas, 
are dead, and the ark of God is taken.

answered and said It is not 40_MAT_15_26 # But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, 
and cast [it] to dogs.

answered and said It is the 08_RUT_02_06 # And the servant that was set over the reapers answered and said, It [is] 
the Moabitish damsel that came back with Naomi out of the country of Moab:

answered and said It is well 11_1KI_18_24 # And call ye on the name of your gods, and I will call on the name of the 
LORD: and the God that answereth by fire, let him be God. And all the people answered and said, It is well spoken.

answered and said It is written 40_MAT_04_04 # But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread 
alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.

answered and said It shall be 37_HAG_02_13 # Then said Haggai, If [one that is] unclean by a dead body touch any 
of these, shall it be unclean? And the priests answered and said, It shall be unclean.

answered and said Jesus I know 44_ACT_19_15 # And the evil spirit answered and said, Jesus I know, and Paul I 
know; but who are ye?

answered and said Let not my 10_2SA_13_32 # And Jonadab, the son of Shimeah David's brother, answered and 
said, Let not my lord suppose [that] they have slain all the young men the king's sons; for Amnon only is dead: for by 
the appointment of Absalom this hath been determined from the day that he forced his sister Tamar.

answered and said Must I not 04_NUM_23_12 # And he answered and said, Must I not take heed to speak that 
which the LORD hath put in my mouth?

answered and said My lord Moses 04_NUM_11_28 # And Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of Moses, [one] of his 
young men, answered and said, My lord Moses, forbid them.

answered and said This is nothing 07_JUD_07_14 # And his fellow answered and said, This [is] nothing else save the 
sword of Gideon the son of Joash, a man of Israel: [for] into his hand hath God delivered Midian, and all the host.

answered and said This is the 01_GEN_40_18 # And Joseph answered and said, This [is] the interpretation thereof: 
The three baskets [are] three days:

answered and said This voice came 43_JOH_12_30 # Jesus answered and said, This voice came not because of me, 
but for your sakes.

answered and said Thou art the 40_MAT_16_16 # And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son 
of the living God.

answered and said Thou hast a 43_JOH_07_20 # The people answered and said, Thou hast a devil: who goeth about 
to kill thee?

answered and said to Adonijah Verily 11_1KI_01_43 # And Jonathan answered and said to Adonijah, Verily our lord 
king David hath made Solomon king.

answered and said to Arioch the 27_DAN_02_15 # He answered and said to Arioch the king's captain, Why [is] the 
decree [so] hasty from the king? Then Arioch made the thing known to Daniel.

answered and said to Daniel whose 27_DAN_02_26 # The king answered and said to Daniel, whose name [was] 
Belteshazzar, Art thou able to make known unto me the dream which I have seen, and the interpretation thereof?

answered and said to David I 09_1SA_29_09 # And Achish answered and said to David, I know that thou [art] good in 
my sight, as an angel of God: notwithstanding the princes of the Philistines have said, He shall not go up with us to the 
battle.
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abased and he that humbleth himself shall 42_LUK_14_11 # For whosoever exalteth himself shall be abased; and he 
that humbleth himself shall be exalted.

abased and he that humbleth himself shall 42_LUK_18_14 # I tell you, this man went down to his house justified 
[rather] than the other: for every one that exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth himself shall be 
exalted.

abased and he that shall humble himself 40_MAT_23_12 # And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and he 
that shall humble himself shall be exalted.

abased and I know how to abound 50_PHP_04_12 # I know both how to be abased, and I know how to abound: every 
where and in all things I am instructed both to be full and to be hungry, both to abound and to suffer need.

abated from off the earth 01_GEN_08_11 # And the dove came in to him in the evening; and, lo, in her mouth [was] an 
olive leaf plucked off: so Noah knew that the waters were abated from off the earth.

Abednego and to cast them into the 27_DAN_03_20 # And he commanded the most mighty men that [were] in his 
army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, [and] to cast [them] into the burning fiery furnace.

Abednego answered and said to the king 27_DAN_03_16 # Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, answered and said to 
the king, O Nebuchadnezzar, we [are] not careful to answer thee in this matter.

Abednego came forth of the midst of 27_DAN_03_26 # Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning 
fiery furnace, [and] spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come 
forth, and come [hither]. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire.

Abednego do not ye serve my gods 27_DAN_03_14 # Nebuchadnezzar spake and said unto them, [Is it] true, O 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, do not ye serve my gods, nor worship the golden image which I have set up?

Abednego fell down bound into the midst 27_DAN_03_23 # And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, 
fell down bound into the midst of the burning fiery furnace.

Abednego in the province of Babylon 27_DAN_03_30 # Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, 
in the province of Babylon.

Abednego over the affairs of the province 27_DAN_02_49 # Then Daniel requested of the king, and he set Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego, over the affairs of the province of Babylon: but Daniel [sat] in the gate of the king.

Abednego shall be cut in pieces and 27_DAN_03_29 # Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and 
language, which speak any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, shall be cut in pieces, 
and their houses shall be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort.

Abednego Then they brought these men before 27_DAN_03_13 # Then Nebuchadnezzar in [his] rage and fury 
commanded to bring Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. Then they brought these men before the king.

Abednego who hath sent his angel and 27_DAN_03_28 # [Then] Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed [be] the 
God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in him, 
and have changed the king's word, and yielded their bodies, that they might not serve nor worship any god, except 
their own God.

Abednego ye servants of the most high 27_DAN_03_26 # Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the 
burning fiery furnace, [and] spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, 
come forth, and come [hither]. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire.

Abednego 27_DAN_01_07 # Unto whom the prince of the eunuchs gave names: for he gave unto Daniel [the name] of 
Belteshazzar; and to Hananiah, of Shadrach; and to Mishael, of Meshach; and to Azariah, of Abednego.

Abednego 27_DAN_03_22 # Therefore because the king's commandment was urgent, and the furnace exceeding hot, 
the flame of the fire slew those men that took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

abhorred and hast opened thy feet to 26_EZE_16_25 # Thou hast built thy high place at every head of the way, and 
hast made thy beauty to be abhorred, and hast opened thy feet to every one that passed by, and multiplied thy 
whoredoms.

abhorred his own inheritance 19_PSA_106_40 # Therefore was the wrath of the LORD kindled against his people, 
insomuch that he abhorred his own inheritance.

abhorred his sanctuary he hath given up 25_LAM_02_07 # The Lord hath cast off his altar, he hath abhorred his 
sanctuary, he hath given up into the hand of the enemy the walls of her palaces; they have made a noise in the house 
of the LORD, as in the day of a solemn feast.

abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh and 02_EXO_05_21 # And they said unto them, The LORD look upon you, and 
judge; because ye have made our savour to be abhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of his servants, to put 
a sword in their hand to slay us.

abhorred Israel and reigned over Syria 11_1KI_11_25 # And he was an adversary to Israel all the days of Solomon, 
beside the mischief that Hadad [did]: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over Syria.

abhorred Israel 19_PSA_78_59 # When God heard [this], he was wroth, and greatly abhorred Israel:

abhorred me and they whom I loved 18_JOB_19_19 # All my inward friends abhorred me: and they whom I loved are 
turned against me.

abhorred me 38_ZEC_11_08 # Three shepherds also I cut off in one month; and my soul loathed them, and their soul 
also abhorred me.

abhorred my statutes 03_LEV_26_43 # The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her sabbaths, while she 
lieth desolate without them: and they shall accept of the punishment of their iniquity: because, even because they 
despised my judgments, and because their soul abhorred my statutes.

abhorred of the LORD shall fall therein 20_PRO_22_14 # The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is 
abhorred of the LORD shall fall therein.

abhorred of thy father then shall the 10_2SA_16_21 # And Ahithophel said unto Absalom, Go in unto thy father's 
concubines, which he hath left to keep the house; and all Israel shall hear that thou art abhorred of thy father: then 
shall the hands of all that [are] with thee be strong.

the afflicted; neither hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he heard.

abhorred the offering of the LORD 09_1SA_02_17 # Wherefore the sin of the young men was very great before the 
LORD: for men abhorred the offering of the LORD.

abhorred them because of the provoking of 05_DEU_32_19 # And when the LORD saw [it], he abhorred [them], 
because of the provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.

abhorred them 03_LEV_20_23 # And ye shall not walk in the manners of the nation, which I cast out before you: for 
they committed all these things, and therefore I abhorred them.

abhorred thou hast been wroth with thine 19_PSA_89_38 # But thou hast cast off and abhorred, thou hast been wroth 
with thine anointed.

abolished death and hath brought life and 55_2TI_01_10 # But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour 
Jesus Christ, who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

abolished in his flesh the enmity even 49_EPH_02_15 # Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, [even] the law of 
commandments [contained] in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, [so] making peace;

abolished 47_2CO_03_13 # And not as Moses, [which] put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not 
stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

abolished 26_EZE_06_06 # In all your dwellingplaces the cities shall be laid waste, and the high places shall be 
desolate; that your altars may be laid waste and made desolate, and your idols may be broken and cease, and your 
images may be cut down, and your works may be abolished.

abolished 23_ISA_51_06 # Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for the heavens shall 
vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die in like 
manner: but my salvation shall be for ever, and my righteousness shall not be abolished.

abounded grace did much more abound 45_ROM_05_20 # Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound.

For if through the offence of 
one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, [which is] by one man, Jesus Christ, hath 
abounded unto many.

abounded unto the riches of their liberality 47_2CO_08_02 # How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of 
their joy and their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.

abused her all the night until the 07_JUD_19_25 # But the men would not hearken to him: so the man took his 
concubine, and brought her forth unto them; and they knew her, and abused her all the night until the morning: and 
when the day began to spring, they let her go.

accepted according to that a man hath 47_2CO_08_12 # For if there be first a willing mind, [it is] accepted according 
to that a man hath, [and] not according to that he hath not.

accepted and if thou doest not well 01_GEN_04_07 # If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest 
not well, sin lieth at the door. And unto thee [shall be] his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

accepted and in the day of salvation 47_2CO_06_02 # [For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the 
day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now [is] the accepted time; behold, now [is] the day of salvation.]

accepted before the LORD 02_EXO_28_38 # And it shall be upon Aaron's forehead, that Aaron may bear the iniquity 
of the holy things, which the children of Israel shall hallow in all their holy gifts; and it shall be always upon his 
forehead, that they may be accepted before the LORD.

accepted before thee and pray for us 24_JER_42_02 # And said unto Jeremiah the prophet, Let, we beseech thee, our 
supplication be accepted before thee, and pray for us unto the LORD thy God, [even] for all this remnant; [for we are 
left [but] a few of many, as thine eyes do behold us:]

accepted the exhortation but being more forward 47_2CO_08_17 # For indeed he accepted the exhortation; but being 
more forward, of his own accord he went unto you.

accepted thee concerning this thing also that 01_GEN_19_21 # And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee 
concerning this thing also, that I will not overthrow this city, for the which thou hast spoken.

accepted there shall be no blemish therein 03_LEV_22_21 # And whosoever offereth a sacrifice of peace offerings 
unto the LORD to accomplish [his] vow, or a freewill offering in beeves or sheep, it shall be perfect to be accepted;

accomplished for the circumcising of the child 42_LUK_02_21 # And when eight days were accomplished for the 
circumcising of the child, his name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel before he was conceived in the 
womb.

accomplished he departed to his own house 42_LUK_01_23 # And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his 
ministration were accomplished, he departed to his own house.

and all the vessels of the house of the forest of Lebanon [were of] pure gold: none [were of] silver; it was [not] any 
thing accounted of in the days of Solomon.

accounted of 23_ISA_02_22 # Cease ye from man, whose breath [is] in his nostrils: for wherein is he to be accounted 
of?

accounted the greatest 42_LUK_22_24 # And there was also a strife among them, which of them should be accounted 
the greatest.

accounted to him for righteousness 48_GAL_03_06 # Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for 
righteousness.

accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man.

accounted worthy to obtain that world and 42_LUK_20_35 # But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that 
world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage:
