After 16_NEH_03_31 {After} him repaired Malchiah the goldsmith's son unto the place of the Nethinims, and of the 
merchants, over against the gate Miphkad, and to the going up of the corner. 

After 16_NEH_03_17 {After} him repaired the Levites, Rehum the son of Bani. Next unto him repaired Hashabiah, 
the ruler of the half part of Keilah, in his part. 

After 16_NEH_03_18 {After} him repaired their brethren, Bavai the son of Henadad, the ruler of the half part of 
Keilah. 

After 16_NEH_03_16 {After} him repaired Nehemiah the son of Azbuk, the ruler of the half part of Bethzur, unto [the 
place] over against the sepulchres of David, and to the pool that was made, and unto the house of the mighty. 

After 16_NEH_03_20 {After} him Baruch the son of Zabbai earnestly repaired the other piece, from the turning [of 
the wall] unto the door of the house of Eliashib the high priest. 

After 16_NEH_03_21 {After} him repaired Meremoth the son of Urijah the son of Koz another piece, from the door 
of the house of Eliashib even to the end of the house of Eliashib. 

After 04_NUM_14_34 {After} the number of the days in which ye searched the land, [even] forty days, each day for a 
year, shall ye bear your iniquities, [even] forty years, and ye shall know my breach of promise. 

After 04_NUM_28_24 {After} this manner ye shall offer daily, throughout the seven days, the meat of the sacrifice 
made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD: it shall be offered beside the continual burnt offering, and his drink 
offering.

Ahasuerus 17_EST_09_30 And he sent the letters unto all the Jews, to the hundred twenty and seven provinces of the 
kingdom of {Ahasuerus}, [with] words of peace and truth, 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_10_01 And the king {Ahasuerus} laid a tribute upon the land, and [upon] the isles of the sea. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_09_02 The Jews gathered themselves together in their cities throughout all the provinces of the 
king {Ahasuerus}, to lay hand on such as sought their hurt: and no man could withstand them; for the fear of them fell 
upon all people. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_06_02 And it was found written, that Mordecai had told of Bigthana and Teresh, two of the king's 
chamberlains, the keepers of the door, who sought to lay hand on the king {Ahasuerus}. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_08_01 On that day did the king {Ahasuerus} give the house of Haman the Jews' enemy unto 
Esther the queen. And Mordecai came before the king; for Esther had told what he [was] unto her. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_08_10 And he wrote in the king {Ahasuerus}' name, and sealed [it] with the king's ring, and sent 
letters by posts on horseback, [and] riders on mules, camels, [and] young dromedaries:

Ahasuerus 17_EST_08_07 Then the king {Ahasuerus} said unto Esther the queen and to Mordecai the Jew, Behold, I 
have given Esther the house of Haman, and him they have hanged upon the gallows, because he laid his hand upon 
the Jews. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_01_15 What shall we do unto the queen Vashti according to law, because she hath not performed 
the commandment of the king {Ahasuerus} by the chamberlains? 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_08_12 Upon one day in all the provinces of king {Ahasuerus}, [namely], upon the thirteenth [day] 
of the twelfth month, which [is] the month Adar. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_02_16 So Esther was taken unto king {Ahasuerus} into his house royal in the tenth month, which 
[is] the month Tebeth, in the seventh year of his reign. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_03_08 And Haman said unto king {Ahasuerus}, There is a certain people scattered abroad and 
dispersed among the people in all the provinces of thy kingdom; and their laws [are] diverse from all people; neither 
keep they the king's laws: therefore it [is] not for the king's profit to suffer them.

Mehuman, Biztha, Harbona, Bigtha, and Abagtha, Zethar, and Carcas, the seven chamberlains that served in the

Ahasuerus 17_EST_03_01 After these things did king {Ahasuerus} promote Haman the son of Hammedatha the 
Agagite, and advanced him, and set his seat above all the princes that [were] with him. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_01_01 Now it came to pass in the days of {Ahasuerus}, (this [is] Ahasuerus which reigned, from 
India even unto Ethiopia, [over] an hundred and seven and twenty provinces:) 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_02_12 Now when every maid's turn was come to go in to king {Ahasuerus}, after that she had 
been twelve months, according to the manner of the women, (for so were the days of their purifications accomplished, 
[to wit], six months with oil of myrrh, and six months with sweet odours, and with [other] things for the purifying of the 
women;) 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_01_01 Now it came to pass in the days of Ahasuerus, (this [is] {Ahasuerus} which reigned, from 
India even unto Ethiopia, [over] an hundred and seven and twenty provinces:) 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_01_02 [That] in those days, when the king {Ahasuerus} sat on the throne of his kingdom, which 
[was] in Shushan the palace,

wrong to the king only, but also to all the princes, and to all the people that [are] in all the provinces of the king 
{Ahasuerus}. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_01_17 For [this] deed of the queen shall come abroad unto all women, so that they shall despise 
their husbands in their eyes, when it shall be reported, The king {Ahasuerus} commanded Vashti the queen to be 
brought in before him, but she came not. 

Ahasuerus 17_EST_01_19 If it please the king, let there go a royal commandment from him, and let it be written 
among the laws of the Persians and the Medes, that it be not altered, That Vashti come no more before king 
{Ahasuerus}; and let the king give her royal estate unto another that is better than she.

Ahasuerus 17_EST_03_07 In the first month, that [is], the month Nisan, in the twelfth year of king {Ahasuerus}, they 
cast Pur, that [is], the lot, before Haman from day to day, and from month to month, [to] the twelfth [month], that [is], 
the month Adar. 

Ahasuerus 27_DAN_09_01 In the first year of Darius the son of {Ahasuerus}, of the seed of the Medes, which was 
made king over the realm of the Chaldeans; 

Aher 13_1CH_07_12 Shuppim also, and Huppim, the children of Ir, [and] Hushim, the sons of {Aher}. 

Ahiezer 13_1CH_12_03 The chief [was] {Ahiezer}, then Joash, the sons of Shemaah the Gibeathite; and Jeziel, and 
Pelet, the sons of Azmaveth; and Berachah, and Jehu the Antothite, 

Ahiezer 04_NUM_07_71 And for a sacrifice of peace offerings, two oxen, five rams, five he goats, five lambs of the 
first year: this [was] the offering of {Ahiezer} the son of Ammishaddai. 

Ahiezer 04_NUM_10_25 And the standard of the camp of the children of Dan set forward, [which was] the rereward 
of all the camps throughout their hosts: and over his host [was] {Ahiezer} the son of Ammishaddai.
