GOD, there shall all the house of Israel, all of them in the land, serve me: there will I accept them, and there will I 
require your offerings, and the firstfruits of your oblations, with all your holy things.

I accept this 39_MAL_01_13 # Ye said also, Behold, what a weariness [is it]! and ye have snuffed at it, saith the 
LORD of hosts; and ye brought [that which was] torn, and the lame, and the sick; thus ye brought an offering: should 
I accept this of your hand? saith the LORD.

I accomplish my 26_EZE_06_12 # He that is far off shall die of the pestilence; and he that is near shall fall by the 
sword; and he that remaineth and is besieged shall die by the famine: thus will I accomplish my fury upon them.

I accomplish my 26_EZE_13_15 # Thus will I accomplish my wrath upon the wall, and upon them that have daubed it 
with untempered [mortar], and will say unto you, The wall [is] no [more], neither they that daubed it;

I acknowledge my 19_PSA_51_03 # For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin [is] ever before me.

I acknowledge them 24_JER_24_05 # Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; Like these good figs, so will I 
acknowledge them that are carried away captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place into the land of the 
Chaldeans for [their] good.

I adjure thee 11_1KI_22_16 # And the king said unto him, How many times shall I adjure thee that thou tell me 
nothing but [that which is] true in the name of the LORD?

I adjure thee 14_2CH_18_15 # And the king said to him, How many times shall I adjure thee that thou say nothing but 
the truth to me in the name of the LORD?

I adjure thee 41_MAR_05_07 # And cried with a loud voice, and said, What have I to do with thee, Jesus, [thou] Son 
of the most high God? I adjure thee by God, that thou torment me not.

I adjure thee 40_MAT_26_63 # But Jesus held his peace. And the high priest answered and said unto him, I adjure 
thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.

I Ah Lord 24_JER_14_13 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, the prophets say unto them, Ye shall not see the 
sword, neither shall ye have famine; but I will give you assured peace in this place.

I allow not 45_ROM_07_15 # For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that do I.

I also after 49_EPH_01_15 # Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the 
saints,

I also am 46_1CO_11_01 # Be ye followers of me, even as I also [am] of Christ.

I also am 23_ISA_48_12 # Hearken unto me, O Jacob and Israel, my called; I [am] he; I [am] the first, I also [am] the 
last.

I also am 18_JOB_33_06 # Behold, I [am] according to thy wish in God's stead: I also am formed out of the clay.

I also am 42_LUK_07_08 # For I also am a man set under authority, having under me soldiers, and I say unto one, 
Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth [it].

I also am 45_ROM_11_01 # I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid. For I also am an Israelite, of the 
seed of Abraham, [of] the tribe of Benjamin.

I also and 17_EST_04_16 # Go, gather together all the Jews that are present in Shushan, and fast ye for me, and 
neither eat nor drink three days, night or day: I also and my maidens will fast likewise; and so will I go in unto the 
king, which [is] not according to the law: and if I perish, I perish.

LORD hath utterly separated me from his people: neither let the eunuch say, Behold, I [am] a dry tree.

I am a 24_JER_01_06 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I [am] a child.

I am a 24_JER_01_07 # But the LORD said unto me, Say not, I [am] a child: for thou shalt go to all that I shall send 
thee, and whatsoever I command thee thou shalt speak.

I am a 24_JER_31_09 # They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause them to

I am a 22_SON_08_10 # I [am] a wall, and my breasts like towers: then was I in his eyes as one that found favour.

I am able 40_MAT_09_28 # And when he was come into the house, the blind men came to him: and Jesus saith unto 
them, Believe ye that I am able to do this? They said unto him, Yea, Lord.

I am able 40_MAT_26_61 # And said, This [fellow] said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to build it in 
three days.

I am about 14_2CH_02_09 # Even to prepare me timber in abundance: for the house which I am about to build [shall 
be] wonderful great.

I am accused 44_ACT_26_02 # I think myself happy, king Agrippa, because I shall answer for myself this day before 
thee touching all the things whereof I am accused of the Jews:

I am accused 44_ACT_26_07 # Unto which [promise] our twelve tribes, instantly serving [God] day and night, hope to 
come. For which hope's sake, king Agrippa, I am accused of the Jews.

I am afflicted 19_PSA_119_107 # I am afflicted very much: quicken me, O LORD, according unto thy word.

I am afraid 24_JER_38_19 # And Zedekiah the king said unto Jeremiah, I am afraid of the Jews that are fallen to the 
Chaldeans, lest they deliver me into their hand, and they mock me.

I am afraid 18_JOB_09_28 # I am afraid of all my sorrows, I know that thou wilt not hold me innocent.

I am afraid 18_JOB_21_06 # Even when I remember I am afraid, and trembling taketh hold on my flesh.

I accomplish my wrath 26_EZE_13_15 # Thus will I accomplish my wrath upon the wall, and upon them that have 
daubed it with untempered [mortar], and will say unto you, The wall [is] no [more], neither they that daubed it;

I acknowledge my transgressions 19_PSA_51_03 # For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin [is] ever before 
me.

I acknowledge them that 24_JER_24_05 # Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; Like these good figs, so will I 
acknowledge them that are carried away captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place into the land of the 
Chaldeans for [their] good.

I adjure thee by 41_MAR_05_07 # And cried with a loud voice, and said, What have I to do with thee, Jesus, [thou] 
Son of the most high God? I adjure thee by God, that thou torment me not.

I adjure thee by 40_MAT_26_63 # But Jesus held his peace. And the high priest answered and said unto him, I adjure 
thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.

I adjure thee that 11_1KI_22_16 # And the king said unto him, How many times shall I adjure thee that thou tell me 
nothing but [that which is] true in the name of the LORD?

I adjure thee that 14_2CH_18_15 # And the king said to him, How many times shall I adjure thee that thou say 
nothing but the truth to me in the name of the LORD?

I again smite any 01_GEN_08_21 # And the LORD smelled a sweet savour; and the LORD said in his heart, I will 
not again curse the ground any more for man's sake; for the imagination of man's heart [is] evil from his youth;

I again the vessels 16_NEH_13_09 # Then I commanded, and they cleansed the chambers: and thither brought I 
again the vessels of the house of God, with the meat offering and the frankincense.

I Ah Lord GOD 24_JER_04_10 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! surely thou hast greatly deceived this people and 
Jerusalem, saying, Ye shall have peace; whereas the sword reacheth unto the soul.

I Ah Lord GOD 24_JER_14_13 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, the prophets say unto them, Ye shall not see 
the sword, neither shall ye have famine; but I will give you assured peace in this place.

I allow not for 45_ROM_07_15 # For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that 
do I.

I also after I 49_EPH_01_15 # Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the 
saints,

I also am a 42_LUK_07_08 # For I also am a man set under authority, having under me soldiers, and I say unto one, 
Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth [it].

I also am an 45_ROM_11_01 # I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid. For I also am an Israelite, of 
the seed of Abraham, [of] the tribe of Benjamin.

I also am formed 18_JOB_33_06 # Behold, I [am] according to thy wish in God's stead: I also am formed out of the 
clay.

I also am of 46_1CO_11_01 # Be ye followers of me, even as I also [am] of Christ.

I also and my 17_EST_04_16 # Go, gather together all the Jews that are present in Shushan, and fast ye for me, and 
neither eat nor drink three days, night or day: I also and my maidens will fast likewise; and so will I go in unto the 
king, which [is] not according to the law: and if I perish, I perish.

I also left you 14_2CH_12_05 # Then came Shemaiah the prophet to Rehoboam, and [to] the princes of Judah, that 
were gathered together to Jerusalem because of Shishak, and said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, Ye have 
forsaken me, and therefore have I also left you in the hand of Shishak.

I also made you 39_MAL_02_09 # Therefore have I also made you contemptible and base before all the people, 
according as ye have not kept my ways, but have been partial in the law.

I am a burden 18_JOB_07_20 # I have sinned; what shall I do unto thee, O thou preserver of men? why hast thou set 
me as a mark against thee, so that I am a burden to myself?

I am a child 24_JER_01_06 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I [am] a child.

I am a child 24_JER_01_07 # But the LORD said unto me, Say not, I [am] a child: for thou shalt go to all that I shall 
send thee, and whatsoever I command thee thou shalt speak.

I am a companion 19_PSA_119_63 # I [am] a companion of all [them] that fear thee, and of them that keep thy 
precepts.

I am a dry 23_ISA_56_03 # Neither let the son of the stranger, that hath joined himself to the LORD, speak, saying, 
The LORD hath utterly separated me from his people: neither let the eunuch say, Behold, I [am] a dry tree.

I am a father 24_JER_31_09 # They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause 
them to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and 
Ephraim [is] my firstborn.

I am a God 26_EZE_28_02 # Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thine 
heart [is] lifted up, and thou hast said, I [am] a God, I sit [in] the seat of God, in the midst of the seas; yet thou [art] a 
man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:

I am a man 44_ACT_21_39 # But Paul said, I am a man [which am] a Jew of Tarsus, [a city] in Cilicia, a citizen of no 
mean city: and, I beseech thee, suffer me to speak unto the people.

I am a man 23_ISA_06_05 # Then said I, Woe [is] me! for I am undone; because I [am] a man of unclean lips, and I 
dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts.

I am a man 40_MAT_08_09 # For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this [man], Go, 
and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth [it].

I am a Pharisee 44_ACT_23_06 # But when Paul perceived that the one part were Sadducees, and the other 
Pharisees, he cried out in the council, Men [and] brethren, I am a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee: of the hope and 
resurrection of the dead I am called in question.

I am a poor 09_1SA_18_23 # And Saul's servants spake those words in the ears of David. And David said, Seemeth it 
to you [a] light [thing] to be a king's son in law, seeing that I [am] a poor man, and lightly esteemed?

I am a prophet 11_1KI_13_18 # He said unto him, I [am] a prophet also as thou [art]; and an angel spake unto me by 
the word of the LORD, saying, Bring him back with thee into thine house, that he may eat bread and drink water. 
[But] he lied unto him.

I am a sinful 42_LUK_05_08 # When Simon Peter saw [it], he fell down at Jesus' knees, saying, Depart from me; for I 
am a sinful man, O Lord.

I am a smooth 01_GEN_27_11 # And Jacob said to Rebekah his mother, Behold, Esau my brother [is] a hairy man, 
and I [am] a smooth man:

I am a stranger 01_GEN_23_04 # I [am] a stranger and a sojourner with you: give me a possession of a buryingplace 
with you, that I may bury my dead out of my sight.

I am a stranger 19_PSA_119_19 # I [am] a stranger in the earth: hide not thy commandments from me.

I am a stranger 19_PSA_39_12 # Hear my prayer, O LORD, and give ear unto my cry; hold not thy peace at my 
tears: for I [am] a stranger with thee, [and] a sojourner, as all my fathers [were].

I am a stranger 08_RUT_02_10 # Then she fell on her face, and bowed herself to the ground, and said unto him, Why 
have I found grace in thine eyes, that thou shouldest take knowledge of me, seeing I [am] a stranger?

I am a wall 22_SON_08_10 # I [am] a wall, and my breasts like towers: then was I in his eyes as one that found 
favour.

I am a woman 09_1SA_01_15 # And Hannah answered and said, No, my lord, I [am] a woman of a sorrowful spirit: I 
have drunk neither wine nor strong drink, but have poured out my soul before the LORD.

I am a worm 19_PSA_22_06 # But I [am] a worm, and no man; a reproach of men, and despised of the people.

I am a young 09_1SA_30_13 # And David said unto him, To whom [belongest] thou? and whence [art] thou? And he 
said, I [am] a young man of Egypt, servant to an Amalekite; and my master left me, because three days ago I fell 
sick.

I am able to 40_MAT_09_28 # And when he was come into the house, the blind men came to him: and Jesus saith 
unto them, Believe ye that I am able to do this? They said unto him, Yea, Lord.

I am able to 40_MAT_26_61 # And said, This [fellow] said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to build it in 
three days.

I am about to 14_2CH_02_09 # Even to prepare me timber in abundance: for the house which I am about to build 
[shall be] wonderful great.

I am Abraham's servant 01_GEN_24_34 # And he said, I [am] Abraham's servant.

I am according to 18_JOB_33_06 # Behold, I [am] according to thy wish in God's stead: I also am formed out of the 
clay.

I am accused of 44_ACT_26_02 # I think myself happy, king Agrippa, because I shall answer for myself this day 
before thee touching all the things whereof I am accused of the Jews:

I am accused of 44_ACT_26_07 # Unto which [promise] our twelve tribes, instantly serving [God] day and night, hope 
to come. For which hope's sake, king Agrippa, I am accused of the Jews.

I am afflicted very 19_PSA_119_107 # I am afflicted very much: quicken me, O LORD, according unto thy word.

I am afraid and 18_JOB_21_06 # Even when I remember I am afraid, and trembling taketh hold on my flesh.

I am afraid I 19_PSA_56_03 # What time I am afraid, I will trust in thee.

I am afraid of 24_JER_38_19 # And Zedekiah the king said unto Jeremiah, I am afraid of the Jews that are fallen to 
the Chaldeans, lest they deliver me into their hand, and they mock me.

I am afraid of 18_JOB_09_28 # I am afraid of all my sorrows, I know that thou wilt not hold me innocent.

I am afraid of 18_JOB_23_15 # Therefore am I troubled at his presence: when I consider, I am afraid of him.

I am afraid of 19_PSA_119_120 # My flesh trembleth for fear of thee; and I am afraid of thy judgments.

I am afraid of 19_PSA_50_08 # I will not reprove thee for thy sacrifices or thy burnt offerings, [to have been] 
continually before me.

I accomplish my wrath upon 26_EZE_13_15 # Thus will I accomplish my wrath upon the wall, and upon them that have 
daubed it with untempered [mortar], and will say unto you, The wall [is] no [more], neither they that daubed it;

I acknowledge my transgressions and 19_PSA_51_03 # For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin [is] ever 
before me.

I acknowledge them that are 24_JER_24_05 # Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; Like these good figs, so will I 
acknowledge them that are carried away captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place into the land of the 
Chaldeans for [their] good.

I adjure thee by God 41_MAR_05_07 # And cried with a loud voice, and said, What have I to do with thee, Jesus, 
[thou] Son of the most high God? I adjure thee by God, that thou torment me not.

I adjure thee by the 40_MAT_26_63 # But Jesus held his peace. And the high priest answered and said unto him, I 
adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.

I adjure thee that thou 11_1KI_22_16 # And the king said unto him, How many times shall I adjure thee that thou tell 
me nothing but [that which is] true in the name of the LORD?

I adjure thee that thou 14_2CH_18_15 # And the king said to him, How many times shall I adjure thee that thou say 
nothing but the truth to me in the name of the LORD?

I after them and the 16_NEH_12_38 # And the other [company of them that gave] thanks went over against [them], 
and I after them, and the half of the people upon the wall, from beyond the tower of the furnaces even unto the broad 
wall;

I again smite any more 01_GEN_08_21 # And the LORD smelled a sweet savour; and the LORD said in his heart, I 
will not again curse the ground any more for man's sake; for the imagination of man's heart [is] evil from his youth; 
neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done.

I again the vessels of 16_NEH_13_09 # Then I commanded, and they cleansed the chambers: and thither brought I 
again the vessels of the house of God, with the meat offering and the frankincense.

I also after I heard 49_EPH_01_15 # Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all 
the saints,

I also am a man 42_LUK_07_08 # For I also am a man set under authority, having under me soldiers, and I say unto 
one, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth [it].

I also am an Israelite 45_ROM_11_01 # I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid. For I also am an 
Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, [of] the tribe of Benjamin.

I also am formed out 18_JOB_33_06 # Behold, I [am] according to thy wish in God's stead: I also am formed out of 
the clay.

I also am of Christ 46_1CO_11_01 # Be ye followers of me, even as I also [am] of Christ.

I also and my maidens 17_EST_04_16 # Go, gather together all the Jews that are present in Shushan, and fast ye for 
me, and neither eat nor drink three days, night or day: I also and my maidens will fast likewise; and so will I go in 
unto the king, which [is] not according to the law: and if I perish, I perish.

I also ask you ye 42_LUK_22_68 # And if I also ask [you], ye will not answer me, nor let [me] go.

I also left you in 14_2CH_12_05 # Then came Shemaiah the prophet to Rehoboam, and [to] the princes of Judah, that 
were gathered together to Jerusalem because of Shishak, and said unto them, Thus saith the LORD, Ye have 
forsaken me, and therefore have I also left you in the hand of Shishak.

I also made you contemptible 39_MAL_02_09 # Therefore have I also made you contemptible and base before all the 
people, according as ye have not kept my ways, but have been partial in the law.

I am a child for 24_JER_01_07 # But the LORD said unto me, Say not, I [am] a child: for thou shalt go to all that I 
shall send thee, and whatsoever I command thee thou shalt speak.

I am a child 24_JER_01_06 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I [am] a child.

I am a companion of 19_PSA_119_63 # I [am] a companion of all [them] that fear thee, and of them that keep thy 
precepts.

I am a dry tree 23_ISA_56_03 # Neither let the son of the stranger, that hath joined himself to the LORD, speak, 
saying, The LORD hath utterly separated me from his people: neither let the eunuch say, Behold, I [am] a dry tree.

I am a father to 24_JER_31_09 # They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause 
them to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and 
Ephraim [is] my firstborn.

I am a God I 26_EZE_28_02 # Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thine 
heart [is] lifted up, and thou hast said, I [am] a God, I sit [in] the seat of God, in the midst of the seas; yet thou [art] a 
man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:

I am a great King 39_MAL_01_14 # But cursed [be] the deceiver, which hath in his flock a male, and voweth, and 
sacrificeth unto the Lord a corrupt thing: for I [am] a great King, saith the LORD of hosts, and my name [is] dreadful 
among the heathen.

I am a king To 43_JOH_18_37 # Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest 
that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the 
truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice.

I am a Levite of 07_JUD_17_09 # And Micah said unto him, Whence comest thou? And he said unto him, I [am] a 
Levite of Bethlehemjudah, and I go to sojourn where I may find [a place].

I am a man of 23_ISA_06_05 # Then said I, Woe [is] me! for I am undone; because I [am] a man of unclean lips, and I 
dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts.

I am a man under 40_MAT_08_09 # For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this 
[man], Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth [it].

I am a man which 44_ACT_21_39 # But Paul said, I am a man [which am] a Jew of Tarsus, [a city] in Cilicia, a citizen 
of no mean city: and, I beseech thee, suffer me to speak unto the people.

I am a Pharisee the 44_ACT_23_06 # But when Paul perceived that the one part were Sadducees, and the other 
Pharisees, he cried out in the council, Men [and] brethren, I am a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee: of the hope and 
resurrection of the dead I am called in question.

I am a poor man 09_1SA_18_23 # And Saul's servants spake those words in the ears of David. And David said, 
Seemeth it to you [a] light [thing] to be a king's son in law, seeing that I [am] a poor man, and lightly esteemed?

I am a prophet also 11_1KI_13_18 # He said unto him, I [am] a prophet also as thou [art]; and an angel spake unto 
me by the word of the LORD, saying, Bring him back with thee into thine house, that he may eat bread and drink 
water. [But] he lied unto him.

I am a sinful man 42_LUK_05_08 # When Simon Peter saw [it], he fell down at Jesus' knees, saying, Depart from me; 
for I am a sinful man, O Lord.

I am a smooth man 01_GEN_27_11 # And Jacob said to Rebekah his mother, Behold, Esau my brother [is] a hairy 
man, and I [am] a smooth man:

I am a stranger and 01_GEN_23_04 # I [am] a stranger and a sojourner with you: give me a possession of a 
buryingplace with you, that I may bury my dead out of my sight.

I am a stranger in 19_PSA_119_19 # I [am] a stranger in the earth: hide not thy commandments from me.

I am a stranger with 19_PSA_39_12 # Hear my prayer, O LORD, and give ear unto my cry; hold not thy peace at my 
tears: for I [am] a stranger with thee, [and] a sojourner, as all my fathers [were].

I am a stranger 08_RUT_02_10 # Then she fell on her face, and bowed herself to the ground, and said unto him, Why 
have I found grace in thine eyes, that thou shouldest take knowledge of me, seeing I [am] a stranger?

I am a wall and 22_SON_08_10 # I [am] a wall, and my breasts like towers: then was I in his eyes as one that found 
favour.

I am a woman of 09_1SA_01_15 # And Hannah answered and said, No, my lord, I [am] a woman of a sorrowful spirit: 
I have drunk neither wine nor strong drink, but have poured out my soul before the LORD.

I am a worm and 19_PSA_22_06 # But I [am] a worm, and no man; a reproach of men, and despised of the people.

I am a young man 09_1SA_30_13 # And David said unto him, To whom [belongest] thou? and whence [art] thou? And 
he said, I [am] a young man of Egypt, servant to an Amalekite; and my master left me, because three days ago I fell 
sick.

I am able to destroy 40_MAT_26_61 # And said, This [fellow] said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to 
build it in three days.

I am able to do 40_MAT_09_28 # And when he was come into the house, the blind men came to him: and Jesus saith 
unto them, Believe ye that I am able to do this? They said unto him, Yea, Lord.

I am about to build 14_2CH_02_09 # Even to prepare me timber in abundance: for the house which I am about to 
build [shall be] wonderful great.

I am afraid and trembling 18_JOB_21_06 # Even when I remember I am afraid, and trembling taketh hold on my 
flesh.

I am afraid I will 19_PSA_56_03 # What time I am afraid, I will trust in thee.

I am afraid of all 18_JOB_09_28 # I am afraid of all my sorrows, I know that thou wilt not hold me innocent.

I am afraid of him 18_JOB_23_15 # Therefore am I troubled at his presence: when I consider, I am afraid of him.

I am afraid of the 24_JER_38_19 # And Zedekiah the king said unto Jeremiah, I am afraid of the Jews that are fallen 
to the Chaldeans, lest they deliver me into their hand, and they mock me.

I am afraid of thy 19_PSA_119_120 # My flesh trembleth for fear of thee; and I am afraid of thy judgments.

I am afraid of you 19_PSA_50_08 # I will not reprove thee for thy sacrifices or thy burnt offerings, [to have been] 
continually before me.

I am after thee And 08_RUT_04_04 # And I thought to advertise thee, saying, Buy [it] before the inhabitants, and 
before the elders of my people.

I acknowledge them that are carried 24_JER_24_05 # Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; Like these good figs, 
so will I acknowledge them that are carried away captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place into the land of 
the Chaldeans for [their] good.

I adjure thee by God that 41_MAR_05_07 # And cried with a loud voice, and said, What have I to do with thee, Jesus,

I am a father to Israel 24_JER_31_09 # They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will 
cause them to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to 
Israel, and Ephraim [is] my firstborn.

I am a God I sit 26_EZE_28_02 # Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thine 
heart [is] lifted up, and thou hast said, I [am] a God, I sit [in] the seat of God, in the midst of the seas; yet thou [art] a 
man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:

I am a stranger with thee 19_PSA_39_12 # Hear my prayer, O LORD, and give ear unto my cry; hold not thy peace 
at my tears: for I [am] a stranger with thee, [and] a sojourner, as all my fathers [were].

I am a stranger 08_RUT_02_10 # Then she fell on her face, and bowed herself to the ground, and said unto him, Why 
have I found grace in thine eyes, that thou shouldest take knowledge of me, seeing I [am] a stranger?

I am a wall and my 22_SON_08_10 # I [am] a wall, and my breasts like towers: then was I in his eyes as one that 
found favour.

I acknowledge my transgressions and my sin 19_PSA_51_03 # For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin [is] 
ever before me.

I acknowledge them that are carried away 24_JER_24_05 # Thus saith the LORD, the God of Israel; Like these 
good figs, so will I acknowledge them that are carried away captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place into 
the land of the Chaldeans for [their] good.

I adjure thee by God that thou 41_MAR_05_07 # And cried with a loud voice, and said, What have I to do with thee, 
Jesus, [thou] Son of the most high God? I adjure thee by God, that thou torment me not.

I adjure thee by the living God 40_MAT_26_63 # But Jesus held his peace. And the high priest answered and said 
unto him, I adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God.

I also am an Israelite of the 45_ROM_11_01 # I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid. For I also am 
an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, [of] the tribe of Benjamin.

I am a child 24_JER_01_06 # Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I [am] a child.

I am a father to Israel and 24_JER_31_09 # They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I 
will cause them to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to 
Israel, and Ephraim [is] my firstborn.

I am a God I sit in 26_EZE_28_02 # Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Because

I am a stranger in the earth 19_PSA_119_19 # I [am] a stranger in the earth: hide not thy commandments from me.

I am a stranger with thee and 19_PSA_39_12 # Hear my prayer, O LORD, and give ear unto my cry; hold not thy 
peace at my tears: for I [am] a stranger with thee, [and] a sojourner, as all my fathers [were].

I am a stranger 08_RUT_02_10 # Then she fell on her face, and bowed herself to the ground, and said unto him, Why 
have I found grace in thine eyes, that thou shouldest take knowledge of me, seeing I [am] a stranger?

I am a wall and my breasts 22_SON_08_10 # I [am] a wall, and my breasts like towers: then was I in his eyes as one 
that found favour.

I am a woman of a sorrowful 09_1SA_01_15 # And Hannah answered and said, No, my lord, I [am] a woman of a 
sorrowful spirit: I have drunk neither wine nor strong drink, but have poured out my soul before the LORD.

I am able to destroy the temple 40_MAT_26_61 # And said, This [fellow] said, I am able to destroy the temple of 
God, and to build it in three days.

I am afraid of all my sorrows 18_JOB_09_28 # I am afraid of all my sorrows, I know that thou wilt not hold me 
innocent.

I am afraid of him 18_JOB_23_15 # Therefore am I troubled at his presence: when I consider, I am afraid of him.

I am afraid of the Jews that 24_JER_38_19 # And Zedekiah the king said unto Jeremiah, I am afraid of the Jews that 
are fallen to the Chaldeans, lest they deliver me into their hand, and they mock me.

I am afraid of thy judgments 19_PSA_119_120 # My flesh trembleth for fear of thee; and I am afraid of thy 
judgments.

I am afraid of you lest I 19_PSA_50_08 # I will not reprove thee for thy sacrifices or thy burnt offerings, [to have 
been] continually before me.

I am after thee And he said 08_RUT_04_04 # And I thought to advertise thee, saying, Buy [it] before the inhabitants, 
and before the elders of my people. If thou wilt redeem [it], redeem [it]: but if thou wilt not redeem [it, then] tell me, 
that I may know: for [there is] none to redeem [it] beside thee; and I [am] after thee.
